Sharjah 
Sharjah is one of the regionôs most history-rich locations and its cultural capital. In 1998, it was nominated the cultural capital of the Arab world by UNESCO and 

in 2014 ISESCO (the Islamic World Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization) named it capital of the Islamic culture. Last year, the city was designated World 

Book Capital and hosted the Architecture Triennial: an event on architecture and urbanism in the Middle East and the Global South. The cityôs most important cultural 

landmarks include the Museum of Islamic Civilization, which displays more than 5,000 artistic artefacts, the Sharjah Heritage Museum and the Science Museum. It also 

features numerous magnificent religious sites such as the Al Noor Mosque which impresses visitors with its majestic architectural style and represents the cityôs 

most iconic landmark.
